The successful candidate should have demonstrated not only expertise in mathematics but also a capacity to share this expertise with others, interacting with faculty members and other graduate students.

NOMINATION PROCESS:  Recommended by Program
APPLY:
Apply by submitting a one-page proposal to the Department of Mathematics and Statistics, Graduate Studies Office. The proposal should describe briefly the research interests and recent progress of the candidate as well as provide evidence of the candidate's ability to share her/his expertise with faculty and students.

The student should arrange for one letter of reference to be sent directly to the Departmental Graduate Studies Office from their Supervisor.

Each year the Department of Mathematics shall strike a small Eric Milner Scholarship Committee that should normally include a member of Eric Milner’s family in order to determine the recipient of this scholarship.  Recommendations from the Milner Scholarship Committee will be forwarded to the Graduate Scholarship Office.  The recommendation is subject to final approve of the Graduate Scholarship Committee.
If, in the opinion of the Eric Milner Scholarship Committee, a suitable candidate cannot be found, it reserves the right not to award the scholarship in any year.
